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A Calm Voice
in a Noisy Time

Emily Harris (’85) is a Lincoln graduate who has achieved quite a
measure of deserved recognition. If you enter “ ‘Emily Harris’
‘National Public Radio’ “ in Google’s search engine you will get
about 750 hits. As NPR’s Correspondent for Germany and the
Balkans, she has been a regular voice on Morning Edition, All
Things Considered, Weekend Edition and other NPR newscasts.
In late 2004, she was sent on special assignment to Iraq where
her reports about the period before the Iraqi elections attracted
a lot of attention. Before all that, she was NPR’s correspondent
for the NPR/PBS Now with Bill Moyers for which she reported
regularly on politics, the economy and arts and culture. And,
before that she was on general assignment for NPR and focused
on stories involving federal regulatory matters — most notably
the actions of the FCC and FTC. And before that . . . well, you get

the idea. Emily Harris is one very experienced and accomplished broadcast journalist. She
has progressed far from her initial radio work with Portland’s KBOO and her degree in
Soviet Studies from Yale University.

The Willamette Week story,“Letter from Baghdad,” that appeared on January 26 of this year
was another reminder of the merited celebrity of this Lincoln alum. Her emailed
observations and comments that form the text of that story are ‘must reading’ for anyone
interested in what a good journalist does — you observe with an eye and an ear tuned for
interesting (and, you hope, significant) details and you report them without false stresses.
Those who sit and “explain” the events in Iraq from half-a-world away should be admonished
by Emily’s comment, “I think the notion that
news from Iraq is either ‘good’ or ‘bad’ is silly.
What’s going on is complex. Iraqis’ lives have
been turned upside down. . . . Some people are
looking for . . . power. Some are trying to help
create . . . a government. Some are just trying
to survive.” And therein lies not a story, but
many, many stories.

That Emily has had such an impressive — and, at times, dangerous — career should not
surprise us. While at Lincoln she served on the yearbook staff, was in the student body
cabinet, played volleyball and ran track. Oh yes, she wound it all up by serving as Lincoln’s
representative to Rosaria. She was very busy. More to the point, she was very involved. If
Lincoln has some special merit as a school, it is that it has a strong tradition of encouraging
its students to pay attention, to participate and to demand excellence.The note above, that
Emily has progressed far from her days with KBOO, is only the beginning of the story. We
suspect that her adventures will provide many stories to be reported in the future. •
